« After drilling is finished, position implant in wrench (Catalog

# SBO).

Then arrange it on the socket.

First thread by hand or placing the wrench in the implant
mount driver (Catalog #: IMDS). It must be operated at low
RPM. If resistance offered by bone tissue stops manual or
implant mount driver operation, use the ratchet wrench
(Catalog #: RW) or the open end wrench (Catalog #: OEW4)
until complete implant insertion is achieved. Check for
parallelism when placing multiple implants.

After surgery, spherical coronal ends protrude into the oral
cavity. Retaining housings must be placed on them. It is
advisable to apply a small amount of zinc oxide/alcohol
paste on the housings.

» When the complete prosthesis is in place, zinc oxide will

have left marks at sites where cavity excavation will be done
to accommodate the retaining housings. Use self-curing
acrylic material to fill these cavities. Position the prosthesis
back in place. When removing, once acrylic polymerization
has finished, these retaining elements will be incorporated in
the prosthesis.

« In case the retaining housing is separated from the gingiva,

it is advisable to cover the gap with small amounts of utility
wax to prevent acrylic material from entering into the concave
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portion of the conical body segment and the subsequent
inadequate retention of the prosthesis. You may use either
the prosthesis already being used (properly relined) or
prostheses made for this purpose.

* In the mandible, it is recommended to place four implants,

preferably between the canines. Implants are immediately
loaded with the overdenture. The prosthesis will be stable
and properly supported.

+ In the maxilla, if bone quality is good, it is recommended to

place four implants using the same technique. In bone
qualities 3 or 4, place as many implants as possible. They are
immediately loaded (first, two or three implants), which will
keep the prosthesis in place. The other implants will be
subjected to delayed loading, relieving the prosthesis to prevent
it from exerting pressure on the implants. After three months,
they must be loaded by placing the retaining housings.
