* Prosthetic segment (d): On the upper coronary plane a
hex body protrudes, 0.7 mm in height and 2.7 mm between
surfaces, with a threaded cavity where the different prosthetic
pieces are fixed. It is compatible with most prosthetic abut-
ments with an internal counterhex in the base.

« Surgical guide preparation.

+ Bone crest visualization through incision of soft tissue with
punch or flap.

« Locate position of the implant with a round or spade drill, 1.5
mm diameter.

- Complete drilling sequence according to diameter of the
implant to be placed and the quality of bone tissue.
Drill diameters vary according to bone densities, as listed in
Chart 2.

- Position over bone crest. First, hand tighten it, and then
tighten using the Open end wrench (Catalog #: OEW4) or
the Ratchet wrench (Catalog #: RW) or with the implant
mount driver at low speed. Introduce implant by self-tapping,
to the correct position. Whether the surgery is performed in
one or two stages, submerged or semi-submerged tech-
nique.

- Suture gingival tissue.
